The same is true for the Charleston
International Airport. The facility is in

good shape, but after twenty-plus years
of service, many upgrades and
improvements are necessary.
Employees are working extra hard to
bring about these improvements.

The terminal roadway projects are
underway and moving ahead on
schedule. The repair work to Michaux
Parkway is complete. Work on
International Boulevard continues,
which includes the installation of curb
and guttering, paving for Porsche
Boulevard, and Terminal Loop Road.

Raincover construction at the front curb
is underway, with most of the work
being performed at night. Demolition
work is complete, and steel erection will
begin later this month.

The baggage makeup area beneath
Concourse A is being refurbished and

readied for new screening equipment to

be furnished by TSA. The project is on

schedule and is expected to be complete

by March 1 *.

The Authority has awarded a contract for
the renovation of space at the air cargo
building to provide a waiting area for
taxi/limo drivers.

An upgrade is planned for the Flight
Information Display  system and
proposals for the work are being
reviewed.

MT. PLEASANT REGIONAL AIRPORT

Plans for the new terminal building are
complete and a solicitation for
construction has been advertised. If all
goes well, construction should begin
this summer.

Airfield Lighting replacement has been
completed and the old lighting system is
being removed.

CHARLESTON EXECUTIVE AIRPORT

The first phase of runway rehabilitation
work has been completed at JZI. Work
is underway on the new jet apron
adjacent to Atlantic Aviation’s new
terminal building. We anticipate the
opening of the new FBO terminal facility
by March 2008.

RUNWAY EXPANSION PLANS

The runways at CHS were built over 50
years ago and have experienced
degradation over time. The Air Force
plans to rehab the runways, beginning
with the shorter Runway 3/21 in 2008-
2009 and continuing in 2011-2012 with
the primary Runway 15/33.

Authority and community leaders have
been working on a plan to lengthen the
existing runways during the rehab
project. For that purpose, preliminary
steps are being taken, such as an
environmental assessment to determine
the impact of lengthening the runways.

These plans are in their infancy, but you
may notice activity in those areas.

CALEA CERTIFICATION

CCAA Police Department was assessed
by a CALEA Assessment Team
December 8-14, as part of the law
enforcement accreditation program. The

exit interview was most favorable of the

Police Department and the Authority.

The next step in the accreditation
process will include a hearing before the

Commission in March.
